Total amount allocated and disbursed: $7°752.99 — 217°083.72 rubles

Project “Camera to process and transmit information and reports” was adjusted. A contemporary
computer was purchased to process reports, photographs, electronic mail. This is more important

to us since the digital camera, that you gave us as a gift, still functions very well.

The resources were distributed as follows:

Preliminary cost to complete project “Renovations of younger boys bathroom”, according to the
estimate, was 140°552.47 rubles. The actual cost came up to 143°697.77 rubles. This is due to
my decision to install two towel dryers, benches, wood flooring in the showers, additional
plumbing for washing feet. While making the estimates we did not account for these small but
important details.

To renovate bathrooms for younger boys was allocated — 138°065.40 rubles
Money spent 143°697.77 rubles
Cost overrun 5°632.37 rubles more

I have reconciled the cost overrun from the resources allocated to complete project “Food
preparation area in the cafeteria” Money were saved due to discounts in purchasing furniture,
equipment and building materials.

As I have reported earlier, project “Food preparation area in the cafeteria” is practically
completed. Only small details remain (interior, shelves, trim painting) In general, children and

staff are pleased and can not believe that this is done and is working.

All technical, financial and photo documentation for completed projects is stored in separate
files.

Great thank you to everyone, who helped and is helping to create good living conditions for our
children. This is not just help but education.
